LIGHT AS MEMORY
I believe that individuals connect
collectively in light. Remember, a
warm afternoon sun, or the play of

shadows through the trees.

Familiar comforting memories are
recollected or re-imagined with a
warm glow. Even when memories
are anxieties and disappointments
they are softened in the sun.
Tensions in the shadows are
warmed on the edges and become

silhouettes embracing light.

STATE

Cinematographers soften dramatic
visions with light filtered through
dust. Nostalgia is represented in
warmer tones, from sepia—oranges to
the adjustment of the blues edges to
green. Similarly, light filters through
my clouds, behind trees, shining on
flowers, on blades of grass. Light
refracts in deep ponds. For me the
transient shadows of trees are more

interesting that the tree itself.

My storms softly edge from dark
clouds to light. Strong winds prompt
a dance of luminescent leaves,
shimmering in reds and warm

golds. In the storms, dancing trees,
and the melody of night skies, my
chosen memories are softened and
whimsical. Bold strokes and drama
add structural tension, but my pieces

remain lighthearted, optimistic.

For me the subject is not as
important as the way in which it is
lit. Diffuse, transparent objects—
clouds, trees, petals—and refractive
surfaces—glass vases, water—are
selected because they reveal the light

of memories.

Following the impressionist’s interest
in transient light, I continue to
remind the viewer the light in which
we see things, is what makes our

memories.
